The Secretary of the Navy, Gordon R. England, sends the following e-mail to all DoD commanders who have DoD civilian personnel working for them:
        "As most of you know, Secretary Rumsfeld has asked me to help with the design and deployment of DoD's National Security Personnel System (NSPS).  Dr. David Chu, the Under Secretary of Defense for Personnel and Readiness, and I published a letter on 1 April advising our DoD employees of the review of NSPS processes that was then occurring.  That letter is posted on the NSPS web site at www.cpms.osd.mil/nsps.  The NSPS process review is completed, and we are now moving forward with a more comprehensive and collaborative process to design and implement NSPS.
        To keep all of our civilian employees informed of NSPS developments as they occur, I will be periodically sending an e-mail to all of our commanders throughout DoD who have DoD civilian employees working for them.  This is the first such e-mail.
        Attached is a one-page announcement about the establishment of a new NSPS Program Executive Office (PEO) to manage the design and implementation of NSPS over the coming months.  The announcement is also being posted on the NSPS web site, and that site has a comment mechanism so that employees may provide input to the PEO.  Kindly use this information to keep your civilian employees informed of important NSPS developments as they occur."
