I am pleased to announce the application process for the 2004 C4 Planners Course (This is one the courses that the ITM COI was successful in securing two seats for our COI during FY03). A MARADMIN with greater detail on the course is expected to be released within the next week.

Here are the highlights:

The C4 Planners Course is designed to promote communications skill progression to optimize effectiveness for students to function as MAGTF/Base G-6/S-6 staff officers. The course provides advanced technical C4 Planning and Management training while focusing on Marine Corps IT updates, Joint Operational and Strategic Communications, and C4 Network Planning and Management. There are two allotted schools seats that will be filled by ITM COI Civilian Marines.

The course is designed for Marine Corps Captains and is ideally suited for GS-11s and GS-12s serving or wishing to serve in a G-6/S-6 offices or C4/IT acquisition programs. Waivers for GS-9s and GS-13s will be considered on a case by case basis.

The course will be held in Quantico, VA from 17 Feb through 23 April (9 Weeks).

There is no cost for the course or material.

Local Bases/Station Commands must fund travel and per diem for all Civilian Marines.

Interested applicants should submit a completed DD-1556 form to their local CHRO to request training. 

Applicants must also prepare an application package and submit to the ITM COI Manager (attn: Harry McDavid and Chris Cannavaro) via fax (703 693 3560) or email (MCDAVIDHF@HQMC.USMC.MIL or CANNAVAROCT.CTR@HQMC.USMC.MIL) no later than 13 January 2004.

Application package must include:

*Copy of the DD-1556 (complete with LNAME, FNAME, MI, Grade level, Occ Series, SSN, Current/Future Billet, Security Clearance (Secret Required), Work Phone (DSN and COMM), email address, complete mailing address).

*One page Justification Letter from applicant describing the reason and benefit(s) for completing the course (single spaced).

*One page Recommendation Letter from applicant's supervisor (single-spaced).

The two civilian attendees will be selected by a panel of Active Duty and Civilian Marines and notified by 16 January 2004.

If selected, reservations for billeting are the responsibility of the attendee. Attendees must check with the Quantico BOQ at DSN 278-3148/9 or COMM 703-784-3148/9; FAX 703-784-5940 for availability prior to making lodging arrangements. If government billeting is not available, local lodging information may be obtained from the Crossroads Inn at 1-800-965-9511
