Late last week, via Naval Message R 140315Z Nov 03 (appended to the end of this message) the Department of the Navy announced its participation in the FY04-05 DoD Information Assurance Scholarship Program (IASP). The IASP represents an outstanding opportunity for Civilian Marines in the Information Technology Management field to augment existing skills or acquire new skills related to the various scientific, technical, and management disciplines that together comprise "Information Assurance." Specifically, it offers Civilian Marines the chance to earn a graduate degree at a DoD Center of Academic Excellence (CAE) or earn a graduate CIO Certificate from IRMC and an IT graduate degree from a Civilian CAE.

The IASP offers students a variety of resident, non-resident, and Distance Learning options. 

The most viable option for Civilian Marines may be the Distance Learning CIO Certificate/Advanced Degree Program offered through National Defense University's Information Resources Management College (IRMC). As a first step, IRMC offers a CIO Certificate online. The CIO Certificate serves as a launch point to earn an IT graduate degree online at one of the Civilian CAEs. The CAEs that offer programs online include:


1.
University of Maryland University College (UMUC): University of Maryland, University College, offers two graduate degrees online - an M.S. in Computer Systems Management, and an M.S. in Telecommunications Management. Both programs are entirely available online. The CIO Certificate counts for 15 credits toward the MS.


2.
Syracuse University - Syracuse offers an M.S. in Information Resources Management (concentration in Information Assurance) online. The entire program is available online. The CIO Certificate counts for 15 credits toward the MS.


3.
James Madison University (JMU) - JMU offers an M.B.A. with a concentration in Information Security online. With the exception of 4 hours of face-to-face interaction at the beginning and end of the program, the entire program is online. Face-to-face sessions will be held at NDU or a location near NDU. The CIO Certificate counts for 15 credits toward the MBA.


4.
University of Dallas  - Dallas offers an MBA in Information Security online. The entire program is available online. The CIO Certificate counts for 15 credits toward the MBA.
