Subj: ANNUAL TRAINING REQUIREMENTS

1. The intent of this letter is to clarify the annual training
requirements for M&RA Marines.

2. M&RA is a department of HQMC (T/0 5101, 51154A, 5160,

5161 and T/E 5150). These T/0's contain unarmed structure and
the T/E does not contain weapons. Reference (a), enclosure (1,
paragraph 2, states that Marines assigned to units with no
rifles and pistols on their T/E are exempt from annual
marksmanship.

3. Reference (b) paragraph 6.k(3), states that HQMC is not
required to conduct Marine Battle Skills Training (MBST).
Reference (c) paragraph 4.f£(3), states that HQMC is not
required to conduct Marine Corps Combat Skills (MCCS) training.

4. Reference (b), paragraph 6.a, requires all Marines H

(private - gunnery sergeant) to be trained/tested in General

Military Skills (GMS) annually. M&RA Marines will be required
to take this annual test.

5. ALMAR 042/01 and MARADMIN 537/01 published guidance on
the new Marine Corps Martial Arts Program (MCMAP). The MARADMIN
set the goal of all Marines attaining a tan belt by end of FYO03.

6. Based on the above Marine Corps Directives and guidance,
Ms&RA Marines will participate in the GMS test and Marine Corps
Martial Arts training.
