1.      If I am accepted to the lat move program, does that MOS become my primary MOS and could I return to my current MOS?   Your new MOS becomes your primary (and your current one as a additional), and you will not return to your current MOS.
 2.      What is the probability of being assigned to a deployable unit verses a non-deployable unit as a Senior First Lieutenant/ Junior Captain?   You would likely be assigned to the operating forces for your first tour...this is best for most of the latmove officers.
        3.      How soon do you estimate the selected volunteers will receive orders for MIOC?  Depending on their selection number, the MOS they currently hold, when they can be released from their present command, etc.  All these factors will determine when they attend school.  Good example is a Capt(sel) 0302 that will not pin on Capt for 9-12 months after selection and latmove to intel.  This officer will likely go to the 0203 MOS and attend GIOC within months (providing he is not on deployment).  Another example is a Capt(sel) 1802 that will pin on Capt within 3 months of selection and latmove to intel.  This officer will likely begin OJT with an intel unit and attend the next available MIOC course.  There are a hundred different variables in this question and I take each on a case-by-case basis to accommodate the need of the Corps, the needs of the command, and the desires of the Marine.  Those officers with the 0203 MOS will attend MIOC at a later time (but prior to being in zone for Major)
        4.      How much input would the selected volunteers have when it is time to determine their first intelligence billet?   I.E. - MEU, Division,M AW and or joint billet  Depends on the needs of the Corps and if I can accommodate the desires of all the officers.  For example, if by chance all the latmove officers request 1st MarDiv, then some will be disappointed.  However, my experience has been that I can get all to the geo choice and in the top two of unit choice.  Bottom line is that the needs of the Corps dictate that the latmove officers be spreadloaded throughout the various commands and locations...not to have one unit (e.g. 2nd MarDiv) inundated with a bunch of motivated , but inexperienced, young Capts. 

      5.  Are b-billets required for intel (02xx) or Comm (0602) officers?  No, but there are opportunities if you want to do this.  The 02xx and 0602 MOSes have fewer RS/OSO/MCRD billets, as compared to the combat arms MOSes, but there are still requirements to have these MOSes at the RS/OSO/MCRDs.

      6.  Is there a Capts course for the 0602s?  At present, there is not.  C4 is currently working on several training opportunities for the 0602 Capts and Majors, but nothing has been finalized as yet.

     7.  What are the dates for the 0602 courses?  The 0602 Course (CISOC) dates are Jan 04, and Jul 04.   There are seats open in all courses.  I am attempting to keep each class under 60 Marines.  We will discuss follow-on assignments, and your follow-on assignment will be included with your orders.  CISOC is a fully funded PCS move to Quantico, and then a fully funded PCS move to your follow-on duty station as well.  If you want your follow-on duty station to be the same geo location you are currently at, we can discuss that as well.  Your first tour as an 0602 will be with the operating forces or Base.  Div/Wing/FSSG/MEF/CommBn/Base.
