FAQ: How do I get a B-Billet?

1. Certain B-Billets are hot items and everyone from every MOS wants to get them.

2. Most if not all of them require a squeaky clean record.

3. Many of the MOI billets require a particular (usually 3.0 or better) GPA.

4. Most but not all of the "normal" B-Billets are on the June rotation.

5. Although not always true, the people who have the best chance at getting one are the ones who are scheduled to move that year.

What does this mean to you?
First: when I go on the road show I will know what billets are coming open that can be filled by my population (you). Come see me! If you send me an email, please tell me what things you would like to do (don't set yourself up for disappointment by limiting yourself to just one billet), but don't expect me to know if those billets are/will be coming open if you aren't asking for that summer coming up. Second: check out the 9910 Unit Monitors site for what billets are coming open when! 

FAQ: When will my orders be released?

PCA's 

Please be patient. I do realize how important it is to get your orders in a timely manner for house hunting, school, etc.  My goal is to get your orders out four months before you are expected to execute them. Responding to E-mails or phone calls requesting status of orders takes me away from actually writing them. 

FAQ: Do I still qualify for the IPCOT?

The changes in the OTEIP announced in ALMAR 138/98 are applicable to your enlisted Marines on dependent restricted tours only. Officers still qualify for the IPCOT entitlement (round trip ticket to home of record for Marine & family if applicable). See your Admin section for details. 

FAQ: What if I want to lat-move?

Officers interested in a lat-move will be assigned the 0202, 0203, 0207, 0206, or 0204 MOS.  When you apply, indicate which of these you desire.  Generally, Lts will be latmoved to the 0203, 0204, 0206, or 0207 entry level MOSs, depending on class seat availability.  Capt(sel) and Capts will be assigned the 0202 MOS, and attend MIOC at NMITC, Dam Neck, VA.   6 months OJT at an Intel unit (Intel Bn or G-2) is required for those latmoves to the 0202 MOS.  The SMOS program no longer exists.  See the section on MIOC above for more information.
