2.  THE BOARD SELECTED 130 OFFICERS AS PRIMARIES FOR COMMAND.  IN 

ORDER TO ACCOMMODATE THE ASSIGNMENT PROCESS AND THE AVAILABILITY OF

INDIVIDUAL OFFICERS, 131 OFFICERS WERE SCREENED AS ALTERNATES AND

FOUND ELIGIBLE FOR COMMAND BY THE BOARD.  THE ALTERNATE LIST

PROVIDES AN ADEQUATE NUMBER OF OFFICERS TO MEET THE COMMAND

REQUIREMENTS WHEN OFFICERS DECLINE COMMAND OR OTHERWISE CANNOT TAKE

COMMAND.
